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| like Hobby Boss kits. | usually build 1/72 WWII aircraft, but also do other scales & subjects as the mood strikes me.

| found Hobby Boss kits to be inexpensive, cover a fair range of WWII aircraft, look great when they are finished,
and have good detail for their size and cost. They go together well and require little or no seam filling. Their kit usu-
ally contain decals for two aircraft. | find most of my problems with their kits are operator problems rather than kit
problems.

The F-86D pictured here was no exception. | did make my fair share of mistakes. One was not inserting the tail
burner before closing the top & bottom halves (a definite operator problem). The other major error was not putting
any weight into the front section. | found that the model pitched down when | balanced the model between my fin-
gers. It appeared that all of the weight was to the front of the aircraft. | found out differently when | had everything
assembled. | should have placed some weight in the area ahead of the cockpit before | closed it up. | did get some
weight in the front wheel well, but it was too little and too late.

The decals went on great. | was nervous about the large decal to the rear of the cockpit, but it gave me

no problem. In the past, | had problems not being able to move Hobby Boss decals after placing them on the
model. | asked Joe for some help & he put out a club SOS that solved the problem. Now, | add a drop of liquid dish
soap to my water. | brush the "treated" water on to the decal area & also, add a mixture of micro set & sol to the
same area before placing the decal on the model. That may be overkill, but that decal moves around like a puppy
on a waxed floor.

If you haven't tried a Hobby Boss kit, give it a shot. | think you will like it! Best to all!' - Don
